For Eastern Orthodox churches
which use the Julian calendar, Advent begins earlier, on
November 15, and lasts 40 days rather than four weeks.
Advent is also known as the Nativity Fast in Orthodox
Christianity. The Advent wreath is a custom that began
in 16th-century Germany. Growing up we always had
an Advent wreath set up for the season which had ev-
ergreens and three purple, one pink and one white in
the middle which was lite on Christmas day. The advent
candles and their colors have specific meaning. Each
represents a specific aspect of spiritual preparation
for Christmas. The three main colors are purple, pink,
and white. Purple symbolizes repentance and royalty.

Transylvanian Saxon Trivia: The city of
Schéssburg is part of the UNESCO World
Heritage Sites that is a strong testament to
the history and culture of the Transylvanian
Saxons. Due to its geographical location,
it was for many centuries an important
commercial and strategic point for Central
Europe. The Transylvanian Saxons devel-

oped Schassburg into a powerful economic
and commercial center due to its many
craftsman and tradesmen that fortified the
settlement with 14 towers and five artillery
bastionsinusedindefense against Ottoman
invasions. Each guild took responsibility
for the maintenance in time of peace and
during attacks of a tower named after their
craftsmanship. The local council had the
responsibility of defending the city from the
Clock Tower that guarded one of the main
entrance routes to the Upper town. During
the 15" century, Schassburg became the
second political center of Transylvania,
after Hermannstadt. Nine towers still ex-
ist of the original 14. The Clock Tower is
the highest and most imposing tower. It
offers an excellent view of the historical
center and the whole town of Schassburg.
Another distinctive feature in the city are
the Scholars’ Stairs (175 steps) that were
built in 1642 to protect school children
during winter. It connects the City Square
with the School on the Hill, the Ropemak-
ers’ Tower and The Evangelical Cemetery.
My grandfather, Martin Henning, was from
Schéassburg and growing up I heard of many
his interesting tales of this beautiful town
and surrounding areas. | was thrilled to visit
Schéassburg several years ago to see finally
my grandfather’s hometown.

Facts about poinsettias

Nutcrackers have origins
deep in human history

Nuts have been a sta-
ple of the human diet
for millennia and where
there are nuts, so there
are also nutcrackers.

Nutcrackers, today
one of the symbols of
Christmas, have a long
evolution from simple
stones to elaborate, and
mostly decorative, figu-
rines.

The oldest existing
metal nutcrackers were
made about 300 BC
and were levers. By the
13th century, iron and
brass nutcrackers began
to take on shapes, and
after the 15th century
wood carvers began to
make lovely, intricate
figures.

The colorful wooden soldier
figures were first seen in the
Erzgebirge regions of Germa-
ny during the 1800s. In 1872,
Wilhelm FAYichtner, known
as the “father of the nutcrack-
er,” initiated the first mass
production of nutcrackers in
the shape of human figures.
Sometimes those figures were
of real people such as queens
and kings. That tradition con-
tinues today when you can buy
nutcrackers wryly made into
the likeness of politicians.

Nutcrackers became asso-

ciated with Christmas during
the Victorian era when chil-
dren began to receive small
nutcrackers in their Christmas
stockings.

Today, their popularity has
been enhanced by the tradi-
tional performances of Tchai-
kovsky’s “Nutcracker Suite”
ballet during the Christmas
season.

While some decorative nut-
crackers can still crack nuts,
most are decorative pieces
brought out as the tree goes
up and the wreath goes on the
door.
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Christmas is a
day for kindling
the fire of
hospitality in
the hall and the
flame of charity
in the heart.

The nut that is
never sold in a shell

.

It may never have crossed
your mind: In the bags of
mixed nuts in the shell, none
of the nuts are cashews.

In fact, cashews are never
sold in the shell -- for a very
good reason.

The cashew nut is actually a
seed surrounded by a double
shell. The shell contains oils
related to the same chemical
in poison ivy that causes skin
rashes, according to The Nut-
cracker Museum. The toxic oils
are easily roasted off, usually
in outdoor settings since, like
poison ivy, inhaling the burning
oils causes severe lung irrita-
tion.

The toxic exterior of the ca-
shew is not the only thing that
makes it unique.

A cashew tree first flowers
with a small, delicate green,
then pink, five-petaled flower,
less than an inch long. The ca-
shew nut grows on the flower.
Above the nut grows a juicy,
pear-shaped, red or yellow
pseudo-fruit up to four inches
long. The cashew apple is
popular in tropical countries
where the cashew tree grows,
but its waxy outer layer does
contain skin irritants that must
be steamed off then washed.

The cashew apple has never
been suitable for export since
its skin is easily damaged.

The evergreen cashew tree
can grow up to 46 feet tall. The
oldest and largest cashew tree
in the world is found in Bra-
zil. It covers an area of about
2 acres. The branches of the
tree bend to the ground under
an immense canopy of leaves.
Each branch takes root where
it touches the soil, making it
difficult to see the main trunk of
the tree. Thought to be about
1,000 years old, the ancient
cashew tree produces about
60,000 fruits each year.

Frozen versus
fresh vegetables

Frozen vegetables are
just as healthy as fresh,
and they’re less expen-
sive.

According to a re-
cent USDA study, a
pound of fresh broccoli
is about 70 cents more
expensive than frozen.
There is very little loss
of nutrients such as vi-
tamins C and B during
the freezing process of
vegetables.

A recent paper in the
Journal of the Science
of Food and Agriculture
found that frozen foods
lose only a small amount
of nutrients. There is
also very little nutrient
loss in the freezer.

Frozen vegetables also
keep longer, resulting in
less waste.

Don’t stay home alone during the holidays

Make the holidays a special
occasion this year by getting
out to the local senior center,
volunteering, or just enjoying
activities in your area.

According to the AARP, the
number of Americans who say
they’re lonely has doubled
since 1980 from 20 percent to
40. What’s more, about one-
third of citizens over the age of
65 are living alone while half
of those over 85 do so.

Social isolation has been
linked to immune system is-
sues, depression, disrupted
sleep, higher levels of inflam-
mation and stress hormones,
and even increased risk of
heart disease and stroke. All
of these issues are serious on
their own and some of them,
such as depression, can lead to
other problems like cognitive
decline and dementia which

contribute further to a cycle
of poor health and isolation.
All told, according to a recent
study at Brigham Young Uni-
versity involving 3.4 million
people, isolation and loneli-
ness showed about a 30 percent
increased likelihood of dying
from any cause over the next
seven years. This effect was
most pronounced in middle-
aged people and carried over
into the aging population.

In ei-
ner zweiteiligen Reihe befasst sich die
Vorsitzende des Trigervereins Sieben-
biirgisches Museum Gundelsheim e. V.,
Dr. Irmgard Sedler, mit der Geschichte,
der aktuellenund kiinftigen Entwicklung
dieser fiir den Erhalt unserer siebenbiir-
gisch-sdchsischen Identitdt so wichtigen
Institution.

Die Idee des Nationalmuseums in Eu-
ropahatihre Anfangeim 19. Jahrhundert,

den Altwarenhédndlern und Kostlimver-
leihern* zu tiberlassen, geschah dies
aus einer dhnlichen Empfindung des
Verlustes siebenbiirgisch-sdchsischer
Identitét heraus: Der Zweite Weltkrieg
und seine Folgen (Russlanddeportation,
Enteignung, Auflosung des eigenen
Schulwesens und der kulturellen Insti-
tutionen) hatten viele Sachsen aus dem
angestammten Siedlungsgebiet ,,in alle
Welt verstreut™.

Gemeinschaftsausstellungen, etwa
im Jahr der Kulturhauptstadt Hermann-
stadt 2007, trugen die neuen Anliegen
des Siebenbiirgischen Museums zu den
Museumsbesuchern in Kronstadt, Her-
mannstadt, Bistritzoder Agnetheln. Auch
die Zusammenarbeit mit dem Landes-
kirchlichen Museum im Teutsch-Haus
in Hermannstadt konnte kontinuierlich
ausgebaut werden. Auf Schloss Horneck
wurden nach der Jahrtausendwende
Teile der Dauerausstellung im Sinne
einer zeitaktuellen Interpretation von
Geschichte und Erinnerung erneuert: das
Nachbarschaftswesen als historischer
Gegenpol zu zeitgenossischem Individu-
alismusund Abschottung, die historische
Wohnkultur im Zeichen des befruch-
tenden interethnischen Austauschs, die
Schule der Siebenbiirger Sachsen als
Grundlage ethnisch-kultureller Identi-
tatsversicherung bildeten die Inhalte der
neuen Themenrdume.

Bundesrepublik wider. Seit Mai 2007
finden in den neu eingerichteten Son-
derausstellungsrdaumen im Obergeschoss
kontinuierlich Sonderausstellungen
statt. Sie greifen Aspekte und Sonder-
themen siebenbiirgischer Kultur- und
Kunstgeschichte auf, veranschaulichen
die kulturelle Dynamik séchsischer
Lebensduflerungen im Kontext Sieben-
biirgens und Europas, gestalten sich als
Medium fiir die individuelle Geschichts-
und Lebenserfahrung sowie fiir das
Verbindende einer iiber 900-jdhrigen

Dass das Siebenbiirgische Museum
sich iiber ein halbes Jahrhundert mit
